PLATYPUS

1 R E D U C E  W A T E R  C O N S U M P T I O N
Limit showers and watering garden times. Platypus rely
upon permanent water to feed and mate. 

2 C L E A N  U P  R U B B I S H  
In and around waterways to keep the water clean and clear. 

3 C U T  C I R C U L A R  R U B B I S H  
Cut rubber bands, hair ties and other rings that can
entangle platypus and other wildlife.

4 R E H A B I L I T A T E  B A N K S
Replant native vegetation along the banks. This will help
stabilise the banks for platypus burrows. 

5 L E A V E  L O G S
Leave logs and branches in the waterways. It creates
habitat for the food items platypus eat. 

How you can help an iconic Australian.

E X C L U D E  L I V E S T O C K  
Fence off livestock from the waterway. This will help
minimise bank erosion where platypus burrow. 

W E E D  R E M O V A L  
Along banks (in conjunction with rehabilitation) and
instream. Clean out aquatic weeds such as Elodea and
Salvinia.

F I S H  R E S P O N S I B L Y  
Properly discard unwanted fishing line.
Look out for platypus, they can become hooked.
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Use  wildlife friendly alternative nets such as Open Top Nets
instead of enclosed yabby traps (Opera House Nets) which
drown aquatic air-breathing mammals. 

Control dogs around waterways especially at dawn and dusk.
